Before switching on the grinder/dispenser, insert
the hopper into its holder by positioning the hole
in line with the screw at the back of the device.
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Unplug the coffee grinder.

Tighten the lock screw.

Press the on switch.

Push the tab (3) to close the container (2).
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Select the dose to be dispensed by pressing
the single dose (14) or double dose (15) button
(the selected dose button lights up).

To start dispensing, place the portafilter onto

the fork and apply slight pressure on the start

grind button (6). Grinding time is visible on the
display.

Once dispensing is completed, the grinding time
returns to its pre-set value.
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Press both the single dose (14) and the double
dose (15) buttons. The symbol (11) will appear
on the display.

Press the portafilter until it comes into contact
with the front start button (6) to dispense
ground coffee from the spout (5).

Continuous dispensing lasts for a maximum of
60 seconds.

Press the front button (6) to stop dispensing
and remove the portafilter.

Place the portafilter on the fork (7).
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To exit from continuous dispensing mode,
press the single dose (14) or double dose (15)
button.

Rotate the regulation knob (8) clockwise for a
finer grind or anticlockwise to increase the gra-
nulometry.
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Carry out regulation gradually by grinding a little
coffee every two notches at most.
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Do not rotate the knob when the motor is idle
because the machine may jam.
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Wash the inside of the hopper with water
and neutral soap.

Thoroughly rinse and dry it.
